            A SYSTEM FOR ESTABLISHING FINAL OCCLUSION 

                                   WITH A BEAUTIFUL SMILE

Moving teeth is no longer the issue. Placing teeth in various positions creating healthy, functional, stable occlusion with beautiful smiles is the challenge. This lecture will discuss evidence-based goals regarding tooth positioning for stability and functional occlusion.

Since lips “frame” the teeth, properly positioned teeth also create beautiful smiles. Discussion will include the relationship of upper lip to gingival line, lower lip to maxillary incisal edges, facial and dental midlines, buccal corridors and the golden proportion.

These principles will be demonstrated by showing various treatment techniques.
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
